In Michigan, the employment for Dental Assistants is expected to be one of the fastest-growing 

occupations from now until 2014. Contributing factors for this include the rising age of the 

population and an increased focus on preventative care for both old and young. Older dentists who 

were less likely to employ assistants will retire and be replaced by recent graduates who are more 

likely to rely on one or more assistants to support them with the workload.

362,000 employed as dental assistants by 2016, representing an increase of 29%1. As of May 2007,
